Coil another end of the 3-meter cable around the internal cable drum accordingly; make sure the
coiling is firm and avoid overlapping.

After the cable is fully coiled, the two ends are wrapped with air bubble bags then insert velcros
through the corresponding cable drum holes in order to attach the cable ends to either side of the
cable reel.
