The TP-900 teleprompter is designed specifically for PTZ
cameras. Mounting the PTZ upside down removes the
operational limitations of a PTZ camera within a prompter,
the PTZ has greater movement in the shots it can
achieve.

TP-900 features a bright 15” LCD screen with dvPrompter
Plus app built-in. There is no need to run software on a
laptop.

Prepared scripts or cue sheets can be easily copied and
pasted into the dv Prompter Plus app software and scrolled
at a set automatic rate or controlled by a user with the
optional wired / wireless remote for a more natural result. A
number of clear fonts, colours and text sizes are available
making reading comfortable from a variety of distances.

1. Attach/screw the tripod’s own quick release plate
to the screw holes on the base of the TP-900 metal
base tray with tripod plate, Item F. Use the 3/8 to
Y, adapter, Item O if required.

2. Now slide and secure the tripod plate, with TP-900
metal base tray with tripod plate, Item F, onto the
head of the tripod or dolly.

3. Attach the four 565mm Vertical extrusions, ltem P
using the M6*14mm screws, Item M and M4 CRV
hex tool, Item 1.

4. Attach the two 325mm glass support extrusions
with single end caps, Iltem R to the four 565mm
Vertical extrusions, Item P using the M6*40mm
screws, Item L and M4 CRV hex tool, Item |.
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5. Attach the two 475mm horizontal extrusions with
90 degree joining blocks, Item Q using the
M6*14mm screws, Iltem M and M4 CRV hex tool,
Item | and replace the black circular plastic caps.

6. Attach one of the 250mm PTZ lift extrusions with
both end caps, Item S using the M6*40mm
screws, Item L and M4 CRV hex tool, Item |.

7. Insert one side of the 150 x 150 PTZ Scissor
Lift, Item G into the channel of the already
installed 250mm PTZ lift extrusions with both end
caps, Iltem S. Ensure the adjustment knob is
facing the rear of the teleprompter as shown.

8. Attach the second 250mm PTZ lift extrusions with
both end caps, Item S using the M6*40mm
screws, ltem L and M4 CRV hex tool, Item I.

10
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9. Insert the 70/30 mirror glass, Item T with the
two green dots facing the talent.

10. Secure the 70/30 mirror glass, Item T by
installing the Glass support bar, Iltem U
using the M6*14mm screws, Item M and
M4 CRV hex tool, Item |.

11. Attach your PTZ camera to the 150 x 150 PTZ
Scissor Lift, Item G with the 9mm long Y2 thumb
screw with washers, Item K. The washer(s) can
be removed as required.

12. Adjust the position of the 150 x 150 PTZ Scissor
Lift, Item G as required.

Tip: Position the PTZ lens as close to the 70/30 mirror
glass as possible to achieve the best range of pan.

13. Lock the position of the 150 x 150 PTZ Scissor
Lift, tem G with the 16mm long screw, Item
N.

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14. Install the 15" LCD Control Unit, Iltem A by
inserting the the 9mm long ¥2 thumb screw with
red dot, Item J through the slot in the TP-900
metal base tray with tripod plate, Item F.

15. Install the Cloth Hood, Item H. The hood is
secured to the inside of the TP-900 metal base
tray with tripod plate, Iltem F and Glass support
bar, Item U via integral magnets.

The rear of the hood can be expanded if the PTZ
camera or cables protrude past the rear of the TP-
900 frame.

16. Turn onthe 15” LCD control unit by connecting the mains power supply, Iltem B, the power cable can be routed
through the hole in TP-900 metal base tray with tripod plate, Item F. The dvPrompter Plus software will
automatically load, please see the appropriate section of this manual for detailed software usage instructions.

17. If required adjust the position of the 15” LCD control unit.

18. Adjust the camera exposure settings as necessary. See the Camera Exposure section of this manual.

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Connect a PC/Laptop for control and monitoring over IP

The TP-900 has the Datavideo dvPrompter Plus app built in. The TP-900 can be monitored and controlled from any
Ethernet connected device with a modern web browser.

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Camera Exposure and the 70/30 Mirror Glass

After setting up the camera with the 70/30 glass in front of the lens adjust the camera set up and white balance.
This is because the 70/30 Glass affects the camera exposure by approximately 1 stop almost like the effect of
a neutral density filter. Consult your camera manual for further help and advice with its exposure and white
balance settings.

Cleaning the 70/30 Glass

Never attempt to clean the glass whilst it is mounted in the prompter instead remove it carefully from the
prompter, clean the glass and then re-install it into the prompter frame. Handle the glass carefully using the
cloth covered edges of the glass at all times.

To retain the required qualities of the glass and to avoid scratching the glass during cleaning.

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Optional Teleprompter Remote Controls

The TP-900 prompter can be controlled and monitored in real time over IP using a laptop or tablet.

Optionally you use the Datavideo WR-500 handheld controller, the Datavideo FS-30 foot switch controller or
generic 2.4 Ghz wireless presentation clickers.

Please see below for more details:

WR-500 Handheld Controller

Optionally you purchase the WR-500 remote control for direct wired control. The WR-500 remote control
supports Bluetooth and Wired operation, only wired operation is supported by TP-900.

The WR-500 supports control of both scrolling text and slides.
When first removed from the retail package the WR-500 remote is already in wired mode. When a button is
pressed a RED LED will flash.

In wired mode, the remote needs to be physically cabled to the TP-900. A four-pole jack to jack plug cable is
provided with this remote.

One end of the cable fits into the 3.5mm input adapter (Iltem I, supplied with the TP-900). The other end plugs
into the jack socket on the WR-500 remote.
